GENESIS HOME
Genesis Home is a program of the Sisters of St. Joseph 

Neighborhood Network that prepares families for home ownership. 

HOW DOES IT WORK?  

Sisters of St. Joseph Neighborhood Network (SSJNN) provides 
quality rentals at below-market rent to a family who dreams of 
homeownership and is willing to practice the discipline to make it 
happen.  

SSJNN Sta� members estimate that the preparation time will 
involve twelve to thirty-six months of mentoring for any given 
family.  During that time, the home ownership preparation 
program will teach the family how to budget and pay bills; repair 
personal credit, get bank approval and work with a mortgage loan 
o�cer; and maintain their home a�er purchase.  

Each month, a portion of the family’s rent will be placed in an 
escrow account. If the family buys a home within the SSJNN 
service area, they will be eligible for a grant equal to the amount 
escrowed, for use toward closing costs.
